In the Main Church After the 
11:00 a.m. Mass Ryan will pray 
over anyone that wants a healing 
prayer.  Divine Mercy MinistryðA 
charism in the Catholic Church is 
for public service and the com-
mon good.  They are the working 
of the Holy Spirit and point to Christ's ongoing 
mercy and love for humanity.  Charisms aid and 
assist sacramental healing and reconciliation.  
They help lead us to the Supreme Love for us in 
the Breaking of the Bread.  Ryan's charism, suffer-
ing the passion of Christ, is expressed through 
praying over the sick.  Sometimes praying with 
someone can be as helpful as praying for some-
one.  However, we do not know what Christ is 
doing during that prayer or how a healing may 
manifest.  Healing can be spiritual, emotional or 
physical, and may be experienced immediately or 
over time.  Depending on the person, it could also 
be as simple as a sense of peace in his or her 
illness or a feeling of  holy support of Christ in a 
time of difficulty.
